Home Group Discussion Questions
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In the opening verses of the chapter we are looking at tonight, we see that Christ tells two of His disciples to go do something that, to them, probably seemed strange. 

What have been some examples from our own lives of Christ asking us to do things that we were unsure of, or, things that we thought strange? 

In our experiences, has He ever shown Himself unfaithful? 

Vs. 39 and 40 say, “And some of the Pharisees in the crowd said to him, “Teacher, rebuke your disciples.” He answered, “I tell you, if these were silent, the very stones would cry out.” ( As a brief aside, it is worthy to note here, that as short as a few days later, as Christ died on the tree, the stones did cry out.

Why are we so often quiet? Why do we force the stones to cry out? 

V. 41 gives us a foreshadowing picture of the love that Christ had for the world…even those who had heard the truth and rejected it. 

Do we have a love for the people in our cities? Are we frequently and fervently asking God to pour out His Holy Spirit in revival around us? Do we have such a passion for the lost that we are driven into an emotional state when we see their coldness to Christ?

What does Christ’s love, which we see in v. 41, compel Him to do in the remaining verses of this chapter?

Are we working to do these things in our lives? In the lives of those around us (Or friends, children, family, etc)?
