Read the passage: Proverbs 3:19-26

Discussion Starter Questions:

1. Read Proverbs 3:21 and 13:20: Why is wisdom best learnt in the family and in community?

2. Proverbs 3:21 says: ‘do not lose sight of these…’ i.e. don’t think you can do without them.
Now read Proverbs 3:5-8.
Is wisdom a journey or a destination? Why?
What’s the danger of thinking you’ve arrived?

3. Proverbs 3:21 says ‘keep sound wisdom…’ 
Now read Proverbs 4:13, and 4:20-26.
There are many books/courses/tapes on helping us to be more successful or a better you. 
Why are quick fixes so attractive? 
Proverbs suggests wisdom comes by the pursuit of lifelong learning about ourselves and God and lifelong guarding of our hearts. Why is that? 

4. Read Proverbs 3v25-26
Where does the wise person’s confidence lie? 
Why is finding your confidence in God and not in yourself (even in the middle of difficult times) a mark of true wisdom?
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
