His Divinity:
Read John 1:1-4; Isaiah 9:6; Philippians 2:1-11

Why is the thought of the incarnation, God becoming a man, so incredible?

How do you feel when you are treated like a servant? Can you explain why?

What does Christ’s incarnation have to teach us about our attitude to serving others?


His Humanity:
Read Galatians 4:4; John 1:14; 1 John 1:1-2

Why do you think Paul says that God sent forth his son “when the fullness of time had come”?

Why does it matter that Jesus should be born as a man – why couldn’t God have worked salvation some other way?

In what ways can the fact of Jesus’ humanity be an encouragement to us?

Celebrating his Coming:
Read Luke 2:8-20 

In 1644 the Puritans in England banned the celebration of Christmas. Why do you think they might have done that?

How do the angels and the shepherds celebrate Christ’s birth? 

In light of their response, what should mark a fitting celebration of His coming for you, your family and the gathered church at Christmas time?
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
