Ice breaker: Have you ever done volunteer work? If so what was it?

Read Luke 4:14-21

Suggested Discussion Starter Questions:

1. In v18-19 we discover that Jesus was sent “to proclaim good news to the poor, proclaim liberty to the captives and recovery of sight to the blind, to set at liberty those who are oppressed and to proclaim the year of the Lord's favour."

This could be described as Jesus’ mission statement. 

How would you describe Jesus’ ministry? How did he set about fulfilling this mission statement?

Have you ever thought about writing your own mission statement, or one for your family? 

As Jesus’ followers, what should our mission statement be? 

2. We read in this passage that Jesus came to “proclaim good news to the poor.” 

Who are the poor? 

Jesus said something similar about his mission in Mark 2:17; "Those who are well have no need of a physician, but those who are sick. I did not come to call the righteous, but sinners, to repentance." 

Why do you think Jesus emphasised that his calling was to save the poor and needy? 

To what degree is it possible to preach good news to the physically poor without seeking to put an end to their poverty? 

How much do you agree with the following statement: “for Christ’s sake, as Christians we care about all suffering, especially eternal suffering”?

3. The dictionary defines a captive as ‘a person who is enslaved or dominated.’ What are the things that enslave and dominate people generally? What about Christians? How do we ‘proclaim liberty’ both to ourselves and others?

4. Who are the oppressed in our communities? How can you assist them and proclaim to them the good news?
