Homegroup Discussion Questions
Sunday 5th December
Prophecies of Jesus Fulfilled

This week is the start of advent, when we remember and look forward to Christ’s first (and second) coming. We are going to take a break from Luke’s gospel and this week look at some of the Old Testament prophecies that foretold His coming.
Icebreaker: looking back, could you ever have foreseen you doing what you are doing now? 
1. Read Genesis 3:13-15
Why is this a prophecy concerning the coming of Jesus?
How does Jesus bruise (or crush) satan’s head? How does satan bruise Jesus’ heel?
Considering God’s plan of salvation, the power of the cross and the defeat of the enemy, what comfort do you find in the fulfilment of this prophecy? 
Supplemental Questions:
Read Romans 16:20. 
In Jesus, we share in the victory over Satan, but who still does the crushing of satan? 
In what ways can the enemy still oppress a child of God?  
Considering Genesis 3:13-15; Romans 16:20; 1 Peter 5:6-9 and Ephesians 6:10-18, how can we resist the enemy?

2. Read Genesis 12:1-3
How has God’s promise to Abram to bless all the nations through his offspring been fulfilled? 
Abram was an idol worshipper from a pagan background, so why does God choose him and bless him like this? 
Why do we sometimes struggle to accept grace and the blessings of God? 
Jesus is the ultimate fulfilment of this promise to Abram. What impetus should this promise give to our involvement in and support of world missions?
3. Read Micah 5:2-5; Isaiah 9:6-7
What do these prophecies tell us about Jesus?
How should his Lordship affect our lives? What does it mean to be governed/ruled by Christ? 
Is it possible for Jesus to be your Saviour but not your Lord?
Charles Spurgeon said, ‘we go to Christ, and we get wisdom, we get love, we get sympathy, we get everything that can possibly be wanted in a Counsellor." In what ways is Jesus our counsellor?
4. Read Isaiah 52:13 – 53:12
In His birth, life and death, what are the ways in which this prophecy was fulfilled in the life of Jesus?
It was prophesied that Jesus would be ‘As a root out of dry ground.’ How was this fulfilled? 
God can bring the most wonderful things out of dry ground! How has God used dry seasons in your life to bring forth great things?
We are told in this prophecy that Jesus has ‘borne our griefs and carried our sorrows’. What does that mean? What comfort is there in knowing that?
