Haiku kennels is owned and operated by Capt. James McGee 
and his wife Patricia. It was started in Haiku, Maui in 1972.  In

Over the next 20 years this facility grew 
into one of the finest and most unique K9 training facilities in 
the country. Complete with "downed" airplanes and 
helicopters, collapsed building sites, rubble tunnels, forts and 
villages, a HAZ --!4 Ⱦ ȰÂÉÏ-×ÁÒÆÁÒÅȱ ÁÒÅÁ ÁÎÄ ×ÅÔÌÁÎÄÓȟ ×Å 
could duplicate virtually any search environment. Handlers 
and teams from all over the world have come and taken 
advantage of this special training program. We have never 
advertised, relying rather on word of mouth endorsements 
from the K9 community. In 2005 we finally lost a 4 year long 
eminent domain battle with Lee County, after which our land 
was taken for a water treatment plant and well farm. We now 
operate out of a smaller compound in Ormond Beach, FL, but 
still travel with the team virtually all over the world. Besides 
deploying our dogs in the work that they do, we also train 
handlers and their teams with the positive reinforcement 
techniques that Capt McGee has developed over many years. 
We travel extensively teaching these training methods, as

In early 1970 I returned from 

overseas and with combat pay and 

a VA loan I purchased a small farm  

on the edge of the rain forest in 

Haiku, Maui. As a boy I had spent 

the summers at my auntõs farm in 

Klamath Falls, OR, where she bred 

both pure Siberian Huskies and a 

line of wolf dogs bred from a group 

of captive Gray Wolves she had 

been raising since 1946. She 

trained both as working sled and 

freight dogs, but I had always been 

impressed by their keen senses and 

problem solving intelligence that 

was so much above the average 

dog.  Having learned training 

techniques in the service that went 

far beyond what was being used in 

civilian K9 work, I applied them to 

develop a working dog with multi -

disciplined capabilities. Haiku 

Kennels has always bred toward 

temperament and intelligence 

rather than conformity, the result 

being one of the finest  and most 

unique purpose bred working teams 

in the country. Over the years our 

dogs have saved many lives and  

have also given their own in 

service.
