Homegroup Discussion Starter Questions
Sunday January 24th
Passages: Romans 8:18-25; Luke 13:1-5
Theme: Christ and Natural Disasters

Optional Icebreaker: what’s the most scary/dangerous situation you’ve been in?
Discussion Starters: 
1. Why are natural disasters a problem for the Christian?
2. What would you answer to the person who says that God cannot be both good and all-powerful?
3. If we think that these are unfair/unjust – where do we get that sense of justice from? 
Atheistic evolution tells us that this is how things should be (death, destruction). Yet we intrinsically feel such events are ‘wrong’, that the world is not as it should be. So who are they a problem for?
Read Romans 8:18-25 
4. What does Paul say about the creation and what does that tell us about natural disasters?
	(subjected to futility; bondage to decay)
5. Why doesn’t disaster have the last word? 
	(subjected in hope; birth pangs)
Read Luke 13:1-5
6. How does Jesus use disaster?
(they are not killed because they are worse than anyone else; call to repentance; we will all one day die)
Other helpful passages to consider: Job 37:9-13; Job 38:1-7; Job 40:1-5; Job 42:1-6; Lamentations 3:31-33; John 9:1-7.
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
