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Fan Flower Tutorial

Supplies List; 
Patterned Backing Paper ( not too thick)  

Scoring board or bone folder & ruler  

Strong wet Adhesive like Tombow  

Sticky strip or strong double sided tape 

Brad  
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Before we start here are some important notes to remember . 

The flower will be twice the width of the paper strip, in this tutorial i  

have used a 1 ½Ą Paper Strip. 

This is only because i have used the Stampin Up scallop edge punch which takes off  

around ½Ą and i wanted the flower to be 2Ą in width. 

Cut a strip of Paper measuring 1Ą x 12Ą, the photo shows both the 1Ą X 12Ą and the  

1 ½Ą x 12Ą  strip which has been punched with the Scallop edge punch,  

This is optional and has a lovely effect 

 

Now y ou will need to score at every 1cm to the end  of the paper strip,  

You could score at every 0.5mm if you wanted a little more of a dramatic look !  

Use a bone folder for crisp edges, and fold like a fan! 

 

Now Flip it over and and make sure that both ends of the folds are sticking upwards  

if not then you may nee d to cut of a fold  
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Place Sticky strip or a strong double sided tape to the fold at one end 

* Sticky strip goes on the side that you w ant to see w hen the flow er is finished 

 

 

Stick both ends together, it should now  look like this 

 

Punch out a circle smaller than the flow er,  have used the 1 3/ 8Ą Stampin Up punch. 

If using a brad, punch a hole through the circle before putting adhesive on.
