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Legal System of
Army Criticized

Prisoners Held
Months Uncharged

FRANKFURT, Germany, Pee
Capt Earl Carroll of San Bruno,
¢Calil., denounced the UL 8. army's
legal systermn Monday alter re-
ceiving a smuggled appeal for
help which resulted in the dis-
closure that 13 American soldiers
and ¢vilians had been held in
army jails for as much as lwo
months without fadng formal
(harges or recelving legal coun-
sl

Carrcll, who blasted the army
eourt martinl system onee be-
fore, said it was “neither mititary
nor justiee.”

The smuggled appeal, written
by Pfc. Daniel P..Walczak, 22, of
Deiroit, who was jailed June 11
for investigation in the killing
of a German g:tl, was referred
to Carroll by Maj, Joseph 5. Rob-
inson of New York, a prosecutor
in the Lichficld stockade trials
at Bag Nauheim, to whom it was
addressed.

Startling Disclosures.

The invesiigation which the
appral immediately precepliated
chisclosed, among  other things,
that one Chleago eivillan—Law-
rence F. Benson, 40.-—had been
jailed since June 23 and did not
know why he was being held.
Army officials said they were un-
able 1o find any rocord on him.

“It an American citizen at
home were placed in confipement
without ¢ounsel and kept there
tor 60 days, the whole natlen
would rise in protest,” Carrell de-
clared. “By wvirtue of that logle,
can that same American cilizen
be stripped of those safeguards
when he is in a foreign land
where they are of such greater
importance?

“Under the court martial sys-
term a mian is not ontitled to
counsel until the case is referred
to a court for trial. In this the-
ater there have been many in.
stances of persons confined eight
or nine months before their cases
were referred for trial. During
this period the aceusced s not
oxly depnved of counsel but is
kept in confinemoent and is com-
pletely helpless to prepare lus
own defense”

lewing but few civilians in the
security area” Four . landing
barges wlith barbed wire cages

{A dispatch from Nicosia, Cy-

The British steamer, HMS Em-
pire Rival, which was used dur-
ing the war as a {rcopship, also
arrlved here over the week-end,
and there was speculation it
might be used to deport refu-
gees.

Acheson Preparing Plan

In Washington, meantime,
suggestions for compromising
Britain’s plan to partition Pales-
tine were being prepared by
Undersecretary of State Dean
Acheson and probably will reach
President Truman’s desk early
this weelk,

Acheson asked a committee of
experts working direcily under
Mr. Truman's special cabinet
committee on Palestine to draw
up a proposal based on the prin-
ciple of partition but with such
modifications as:

1. Assignment to the Jews of
a much larger area than the
1,600 square miles which would
be allocated to them wunder the
plan worked out at London.

2. Changed political arrange-
ments which would give the
Jews greater aulonomy in iheir
zone particularly in regulating
admlttance of addiiicnal Jews
[from Europe.

3. Liberalization of basic pro-
posals governing Jewish immi-
gration to Palestine.

The number of dairy cows is
considerably wunder the peak
numbers of 1,500,000 and 1,464,-
000 head maintained in 1934 and
1943 respectively, the serviee
said. Dairy cows now number 1,-
285,000 with the number report-
edly falling as farmers cull their
herds in an effort to make the
hest possible use of high priced
Teed.

Paglure conditions were report-
cd as 94 per cent of normal,
which, ihe reporting service said,
is "exceptionally good.” ILExecl-
lent pasture conditions have
helped materially in maintain-
ing the cfficiency of herds, it
was reporlod,

The service reported July rain-
fall as conslderably under nor-
mal, with pastures in  western
Towa and northeastern parls of
the siate in nced of more rain.
However, rainfall in the rest of
the state has been sufficient, the
service said.

To Issue Report
on Ghost Rockets

Sweden to Give
Result of Study

STOCKHOLM, A -—— Swedish
military authoriiles plan to pub-
lish within the next few days a
communigue on an investigation
they have been making of the
“ghost rockets” that have been
streaking  daily over Sweden
since early July, leaving litile
doubt that the country has be-
come an  experimental target
range.

Offlcial sources have declined
te speculate on the source of the
mysterious spool shaped mis-
siles, but it is gencerally believed
that the rocket-propelled objects
come from sotne place along the
Baltic coast of Germany, Only
in a few cases is it known that
the missiles actually landed in
Sweden,

Between July 9-12 authorities
received 300 reports of the mis-
siles and since then reports have
poured in daily. Fragments ex-
amined by scientists gave little
in the way of clues,

In general the rocket is de-
seribed as a small objecl with a
Haming 1ail, which speeds at
great height, making litle
sound. The longest flight of any
of the missiles, so far as military
experts could determine, was
about 600 miles, as compared
with the range of 35 to-45 miles
for the first German V-2 bombs.
Swgdish newspapers have been
cautioned not to publish the
names of places where the
rockets appear, so that the send-
ers would nhot be provided with
important data.
