éong Disapproval of Russian
Domination of Strategic Pas-
sage Appears Likely.

‘Washington, Aug. 13.—L5)--The
Vnited Btates appeared likely to-

night to oppose strongly a Russian
Plan for revolutionizing control of
the Dardanelles 20 that the
strategic passage between the
Black sea and the Mediterranean
would become a Soviet-dominated
waterway,

The Russian government sent a
nete proposing the change to
Turkey and to the TUnited States
and Britain a few days ago. Of-
iclals here left little doubt that

is country would stand firm on a
policy lald down by BSecretary of
State Byrnes last November which
would bar the Soviet Union from
establishing military bases in the
straits on what is now Turkish
territory.

Diplomats expect that the con-
troversy thus beginning over con-
trol of the Dardaneiles—a longtime
objective of Russian foreign poliey
~-will go on for months and prove
another gerious issue between the
western powers and the govern-
ment at Moscow.

“Between Russia and Turkey.”

At a news conference today, Un-
dersecretary of State Acheson took
up the Dardanelles guestion very
briefly. He said it is one batween
the Russian and Turkish govern-
ments in its present phase and that
he would get in hot water if he
gaid that the United States had or
had not been informed.

However, from other sources it
was learned that this government
almost certainly will stand firm
with Turkey in opposing any Rus-
sian viemands which it considers
excessive,

The Russian note which reached
Washington was dated August T—
two days befores the expiration of
the period fixed for demanding
changes in the Monfreux conven-
tion which now governs the
siraits,

Gives Turkey Control,

This treaty, with certain restrie-
tions, gives Turkey general con-
trol of the important waterway,
Pparticularly in time of war. The
Russians feel that Turkey, which
has always been close to Pritain,
is standing astride their best sea
bassage to the outside world.

The issue hag come up in various
big power conferences, particularly
gt the Big Three meeting at Pots-
dam @ yesr ago. At that time
President Truman, Prime Mlnister
Attlee and Premier Stalin decided
~hat each of their' governmenta
would =eparately propose to
Turkey changes in the status of
the Dardanelles. Secretary Byrnes
fevealed last November that the
United,, States favored a revision
guaranteeing passage through the
ptraits at all times to Russia, but
it was made clear that thiz gov-
ernment did not favor any kind of
Russlan fortification on the straits,

The Russian note, on the other
I!mnd, suggests that Turkey and
the Soviet Union should jointly un-
dertake the defense of the straits
which is interpreted here as mean-

13 —(F'—Soviet
Russia snnounced today she had
proposed to Turkey that the Black
sea powers take full authority in
drawing up a new treaty governing
the Dardanelles and that the 1.

The Russian note 2aid the 10-
year-old Montreaux convention,
whereby Turkey was granted the
right to militarize the straits “does
not correspond to the intereats of
security of the Black sea states and
toes not guarantee conditions pre-
venting the use of these atralts
with aims inimical tp the Black
Beag powers.”

The note was made public by the
Soviet foreign office.

ALUMINUM SHORTAGE
FAGTORS EXPLAINED

Alcoa Says Slow-Downs, Lack of
Material and Rising Costs
Contributed tn Situation,

Pittsburgh, Aug. 13. —(P}— The

Atuminum Company of America
said tonight that slow-downs, ma-
terial shortages, rising costs and
other related factors, added to the
delays of reconversion, have re-
tarded aluminurh production de-
spite capacity four ilmes greater
than before the war.

George R. Gibbons, senior vice
president in charge of sales, said
in a V-J day anniversary state-
ment, that the shortages of many
semi-fabricated and finished aluin-
inum products exist “and will con-
tinue to exist for some tims to
come.”

Gibbons sah% the nation’s capac-
ity to produce sluminum from ore
is well over a billion pounds a year,
and that 50 per cent of this capac-
ity iz owned by Alcoa.

He added that “misunderstand-
ing about the nation's supply of
aluminum often arises from con
fusion between production capacity
and actual production.” .

Gibbona said aluminum *proved
itself to be an
for a multitude of new uses in the
war theaters,” and that the post-
war demand for the metal is great-
er than in any previous peacetime
period.

JEWISH INMIGRATION
LAID TO AMERIGANS

British Officlal Says U, 8. Finan-
clal Intercsts Encouraged Trek
to Ealestine,

London, Aug. 13.—(F—A colonial

office spokesman charged today
that “American financlal scurces”
were responsible for “encouraging
and directing” lilegal immigration
of Jews to Palestine,

Asked to elaborate on the gov-
ernment’s statement yesterday that
“very large financial contributions”
supported the mass exodus of Euro-
pean Jews to Palestine, the spokes-
man declined to specify individuals
or organizations,

Recalls Advertisements.

He recalled, however, “the many
advertisements in United Btates
newspapers appealing for money to
aid European Jews to get to Fales-
tine by illegal means.” He cited one
advertisement, published last April,
which he said carried the phrase:
“Anierican dpllars pitted sgainst
British arms."”

At the same time a leading Lon-
don spokesman for the new Zion-
ist organization said the British
policy in Palestine was *“a black-
mall on the United States” to force
U. 8. participation in a federaliza-
tion plan. He urged the United
States to zid refupee Jews and to
advise American occupation forces
in KEurope to give the refugees
every assistance,

Dritain announced new phases in
the drive to halt illegal immigra-
tion to the Holy Land where today
British troops fired on rloting Jews,

The British declared they would
confiscate all illegal immigrant
shipg caught in Palestine waters,
but would not seize the vessels on
the high seas. The colonial office
and the admiralty, outlining plans
for dealing with little immigrant
ships in the Mediterranean, said the
pavy would spot and shadow the
vessels into territorinl  waters
"where it is legal for British forces
to hoard and search any eraft.”
