Six-Week Mission: 

 

Week 1: Sounds 

 

Playing with an instrument you own. Creating as many different sounds as 

possible. (If you don’t own an instrument, use pots and pans or boxes.) 

 

Looking online to find cool instruments and different bands. 

 

Making a record sleeve of your own fictional rock/pop band. 
 

Curator’s Tip: If you are looking at old records, take care not to scratch them. 
 

 

Week 2: A New Instrument 
 

Playing around with things to find what makes a cool rocking sound. 

 

Looking at the design that makes an instrument stand out from the crowd. 

 

Making a unique instrument of your own design with cool visuals. 

 
Curator’s Tip: Sometimes weird is good! 

 

 

Week 3: Forming the Band 
 

Playing with your friends to make a band. You could be a solo artist. 

 

Looking at the different styles and looks that bands go for. 

 

Making your band identity – with a name, a logo, a look and the cool 

instruments.
