Six-Week Mission: 
 

Week 1: In the Garden

Week 2: The Site  

 

Playing on a small piece of land in your back garden after getting permission.

Making a site where a dig will take place with a sign and tape framing it. 

 
Curator’s Tip: make sure your site is safe and protected form the weather. 

 

 

Week 3: The Dig 

 

Playing in role as an expert archaeologist visiting the site for the dig. 

 

Looking for a way to publicise your dig to friends and family. 

 

Making a record of the things that you find or collect during the dig.

Playing outside in the garden or in your house to create a museum for the public.
