 The believers were “together”  This means they were together in the The believers were “together”  This means they were together in the 
same place same place because they were of the same call, mind, and purposebecause they were of the same call, mind, and purpose. It . It 
does not mean just being in the same location and place. They would does not mean just being in the same location and place. They would 
not have been not have been togethertogether unless they had been of the same spirit and  unless they had been of the same spirit and 
purpose.  purpose.  

 The believers sold their possessions and goods and used the money to The believers sold their possessions and goods and used the money to 
minister to the poor and needy. Now note: Why would they go to such minister to the poor and needy. Now note: Why would they go to such 
a drastic extreme to minister? There is one critical reason: Christ a drastic extreme to minister? There is one critical reason: Christ 
commanded it. The church too often denies and ignores it, but denial commanded it. The church too often denies and ignores it, but denial 
of the truth does not do away with the truth.of the truth does not do away with the truth.

 When you go to court to be a witness in a case, the purpose of the When you go to court to be a witness in a case, the purpose of the 
witnessing is bringing evidence that a persons words are true. So the witnessing is bringing evidence that a persons words are true. So the 
holy Spirit is sent by God to prove that Jesus Christ is the Son of God. holy Spirit is sent by God to prove that Jesus Christ is the Son of God. 
Now, Jesus says, you cannot witness without him, So he said wait until Now, Jesus says, you cannot witness without him, So he said wait until 
the Holy Ghost comes upon you too.the Holy Ghost comes upon you too.
