Take exit 27 (Lafayette Blvd).  Keep LEFT to take ramp toward Univ. of 

Bridgeport/Trans. CTR. 0.1 mi.  Stay STRIGHT to go onto South Ave. 0.3 mi. Turn LEFT 

onto Park Avenue.0.4 mi. Turn RIGHT onto University Ave.  WHEELER RECREATION 

CENTER is the third building on the right.  

FROM ROUTES 8 and 25 

Take Exit 1 (Prospect Street/Myrtle Avenue) 0.1 mi.  Turn RIGHT onto Prospect St. 0.1 

mi. Turn LEFT onto Park Avenue 0.5 mi.  Turn RIGHT onto University Ave.  WHEELER 

RECREATION CENTER is the third building on the right.
