The Black Left Unity Network (BLUN) stands with the families of 

the massacre, the church, and the community. We mourn with you and 
embrace you in this great hour of hurt and sadness. But we also stand for how 
to end these crimes against humanity once and for all! 

On one level we fight for reforms - convict the guilty, mobilize 
community control of police, and demand federal intervention to stop hate 
crimes. These reforms will NOT end the terror Black working class and poor 
people face each and every day of their lives. 

This latest attack was on the same day Denmark Vesey planned a slave 
insurrection: June 17, 1822. This act in 2015 was supposed to send a message to 
Black people to shut up and stay in your "place." This white supremacist mass 
murderer was an agent of the system of oppression we face. He should not be 
dealt with as one deranged individual. He is a domestic terrorist who is part of 
a national white supremacist war on Black America and all people of color. 
This form of domestic terrorism has, in part, state sanctions like the majority 
of the South Carolina governing body insisting on flying the racist symbol of 
the Confederacy.
