So whether we are at home or away, we
make it our aim to please him. For all of us must appear before the
judgment seat of Christ, so that each may receive recompense for what has
been done in the body, whether good or evil.

Therefore, knowing the fear of the Lord, we try to persuade others; but we
ourselves are well known to God, and | hope that we are also well known to
your consciences. We are not commending ourselves to you again, but
giving you an opportunity to boast about us, so that you may be able to
answer those who boast in outward appearance and not in the heart. For if
we are beside ourselves, it is for God; if we are in our right mind, it is for
you. For the love of Christ urges us on, because we are convinced that one
has died for all; therefore all have died.

The Gospel Reading
Mark 4: 26—34
Hear the Gospel of our Lord Jesus Christ according to Mark
GLORYTO YOU, O LORD.

He also said, “The kingdom of God is as if someone would
scatter seed on the ground, and would sleep and rise night
and day, and the seed would sprout and grow, he does not
know how. The earth produces of itself, first the stalk, then
the head, then the full grain in the head. But when the grain
is ripe, at once he goes in with his sickle, because the
harvest has come.”

It is like a mustard
seed, which, when sown upon the ground, is the smallest of
all the seeds on earth; yet when it is sown it grows up and
becomes the greatest of all shrubs, and puts forth large
branches, so that the birds of the air can make nests in its
shade.”

they were able to hear it; he did not speak to them except

in parables, but he explained everything in private to his
disciples.

Jeremiah 7: | —16

The word that came to Jeremiah from the Lord: Stand in the gate of
the Lord’s house, and proclaim there this word, and say, Hear the
word of the Lord, all you people of Judah, you that enter these gates
to worship the Lord. Thus says the Lord of hosts, the God of Israel:
Amend your ways and your doings, and let me dwell with you in this
place. Do not trust in these deceptive words: “This is the temple of
the Lord, the temple of the Lord, the temple of the Lord.”

For if you truly amend your ways and your doings, if you truly act
justly one with another, if you do not oppress the alien, the orphan,
and the widow, or shed innocent blood in this place, and if you do not
go after other gods to your own hurt, then | will dwell with you in
this place, in the land that | gave of old to your ancestors forever and
ever.

Here you are, trusting in deceptive words to no avail. Will you steal,
murder, commit adultery, swear falsely, make offerings to Baal, and go
after other gods that you have not known, and then come and stand
before me in this house, which is called by my name, and say, “We are
safe!”—only to go on doing all these abominations? Has this house,
which is called by my name, become a den of robbers in your sight?
You know, | too am watching, says the Lord. Go now to my place
that was in Shiloh, where | made my name dwell at first, and see what
| did to it for the wickedness of my people Israel. And now, because
you have done all these things, says the Lord, and when | spoke to
you persistently, you did not listen, and when | called you, you did not
answer, therefore | will do to the house that is called by my name, in
which you trust, and to the place that | gave to you and to your
ancestors, just what | did to Shiloh. And | will cast you out of my
sight, just as | cast out all your kinsfolk, all the offspring of Ephraim.

As for you, do not pray for this people, do not raise a cry or prayer
on their behalf, and do not intercede with me, for | will not hear you.
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The New Testament Reading
Luke 5: [—I1

Once while Jesus was standing beside the lake of Gennesaret, and
the crowd was pressing in on him to hear the word of God, he
saw two boats there at the shore of the lake; the fishermen had
gone out of them and were washing their nets. He got into one of
the boats, the one belonging to Simon, and asked him to put out a
little way from the shore. Then he sat down and taught the crowds
from the boat. When he had finished speaking, he said to Simon,
“Put out into the deep water and let down your nets for a
catch.” Simon answered, “Master, we have worked all night long
but have caught nothing. Yet if you say so, | will let down the
nets.”
