PowerPoints Options: 
1. IN MY BACKYARD – how a homework assignment led to a series of historical novels (AIM, BLUE, 

and COMFORT).  History is in your backyard too. You might want to start digging! 

2. “BLUE AND THE MIRACLE OF HICKORY” – this presentation traces the birth of BLUE and the 

research process, a brief polio history, and vintage photos from a North Carolina polio epidemic. 

3. “FDR, POLIO & DISABILITY HISTORY”  - A brief history of polio, how polio affected Franklin 

Roosevelt and how he focused on his strengths rather than his disability. Also how he contributed to the 

disability rights movement.  An inspirational talk that encourages students to focus on their own 

strengths in order to be all they can be! 

4. THE CRAZY DREAMS THAT DORKS WILL DREAM – a personal history of overcoming 

childhood dorkiness to become a published author. 
5. HEALING WATER - Using vintage photos, I share some Hawaiian history and the background for my 

novel set in Hawaii’s leprosy settlement.
