- Records could be at one of several different agencies
depending on when the veteran was discharged

- The SF 180 contains instructions as to which agency to

mail it to and the address

- Most records for veterans discharged prior to 1994 are
located at the National Personnel Records Center
(NPRC)

- The SF 180 can be obtained at and
requests to NPRC can also be submitted electronically
at that website

Basic Eligibility Criteria:
Current diagnosed disability

Event, exposure, or treatment in service

Chronicity since service (or other evidence
of a link between the two)




Basic Eligibility Criteria:

90 days active duty military service

1 day during a wartime period

Be over the age of 65 or totally disabled

Meet iIncome and asset limitations




Basic Eligibility Criteria:

Same military service requirements for the
veteran

Meet iIncome and asset limitations

Does not have an age or disability
requirement for the surviving spouse




Not a stand-alone benefit

Can be applied for as a way to increase
either compensation or pension benefits

Requires need for assistance with
activities of daily living (preparing meals,
eating, personal hygiene, medication
management, etc)
