The stated reason
was to provide James A. Cosper, Hanks and Hodges with a means of hauling
supplies to, or in close proximity to, their ranches. According to Mr.

- Riley, this is a part of the route of an old county rocad and on which the
county has done periodic maintenance up to approximately five or six years
ago. However, MNr. Fritz stated that to the best of his knowledge no main-
tenance work has been done on this part of the road for a period of
approximately fep vears vast.

I advised the delegation that in my opinion there was little, if eny,
prospect of the present WPA crew on the Juan Miller job doing this work,
for the following reasons: (1) All but approximately four miles of the
disteance lies within the Blue Range Wilderness Area, MM?&:
could be constructed, and I considered that the Forest Service wou ake
the attitude that any county road which may have existed in the past had
been abandoned erd that the Secretery's approval would have to precede any road
work or change within the Wildermess Area; (2) Since there are only nine
working days left on the Juan Miller 7PA road project, at the end of which
time UWPA funds will have been exhausted, there is no likelihood that another
WPA project can be initiated in time to hold the crew and equipment over.
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In view of the very temporary naturs of this work, which could easily
be eliminated by the first flood, I do not favor the camiittee's proposition,
and reading between the lines, I am cuite sure that Representative Fritz
and Supervisor Rascob will be only tco glad to be relieved of the matter by
our refusal to allow an invasion of the ¥Wilderness Area. Therefore, it is
recoumended that permission to resume maintenance of this road be refused,
unless the cormittee can definitely establish that maintenance has not been
abandoned and that the creation of the original primitive area was in error
by including within its boundary an established road.
