Access to Courses at End of Term

dates in Canvas are dictated by the settings in Banner. Therefore, courses cannot

The eLearning Center will not be accepting requests for course extensions beyond
the end of the term. The official process for Incomplete Grades will be adhered to,
and access will be granted in Canvas once the official request form has been
processed as per the Laredo College Catalog.

Submitting Grades to Banner

While access to make changes in the Canvas Gradebook ends on the last day of
final exams, instructors can still use the Submit Grades to Banner tool on the
day that grades are due to the Office of the Registrar.

When using the Submit Grades to Banner tool, the recommended browsers to use
are Google Chrome, Mozilla Firefox, or Microsoft Edge. The tool does not function
properly with Apple Safari Browser.
