
Richard St. Barbe Baker Afforestation Area 

Afforestation is the planting of trees upon land 

which have not contained trees. 

Reforestation, on the other hand, is the 

restoration of an existing forest which has been 

depleted, usually because of deforestation. 

Deforestation is the removal of a forest to make 

use of the land as farms, ranches, or 

neighbourhoods
