° Add extra photos for the same
organism! Take a photo of the flower,
then add the leaf, the underside of the
leaf and the bottom of the flower, then
take a photo of the entire plant!

e To get closer hold your smartphone
against a magnifying glass, to get
further away try binoculars.

e Include a scale so others know how big
itis. Place aruler, or dime, etc. in the
picture.

e Ablade of grass in a meadow of grass is
hard to separate out for example. Take
a white paper or cloth with you to hold
behind the organism so other people on
iNaturalist know for sure what you are
looking at.

e Help identify anyone’s observations!

e Use iNaturalist guides, maps, features.
