KING GEORGE SAYS: DEATH AND TAXES

Over the last five nonths, the naked displays of oppor-
tunisy in the Niddle East have far outweighed those of ‘naked
aggression’, in my aind, Irag, however righieous the argument
for Palestinian self-getermination, has as clearly seized
this issue for its oun ends as it seized Kuwaiti ports, banks
and oilfields. The sacking of Kuwait has been barbaric, and
the targeting of Israeli civilians as a calculated techrigue
to escalate Arab-lsraeli violence is as cold-bleoded as
anything we've seen so far,

Ironically, Iraq is frying to function in the Hiddle East
the same vay United States does in the world at  large, Each
nation is trying to prop up its weakened ability fo conpete
economically through military and political dominance.

THE EWD OF THE COLD WAR: AN UNCHECKED AMERICA

Here ip the United GStates, the demonization of Hussein
and the arguments about the relative fhreal of this war-
ravaged and economically shaky country and the subsequent
justifications for keeping an enormous U.5. military buildup
sound strikingly similar to those put forth by the milifary-
industrial complex abeul Russia al the close of Horld Har Il

Now thai Russia has admitied bankruplcy from the arws race
and excused itself from the ring, U.5. exploitafion and
adventurise have reached unprecedented proporiions,

Hith the dropping of the Ivon Curtain, we way have seen
the first step in raising of the Petro-Veil., Tue years agn,
this would have been inpossible. With Irag firmly leashed by
the Soviet Union and Xuwait by the U.5., the bickering might
have stayed at the table, or at worst been similar to
Nassar’s grab of the Suez canal in 1956.

Most Mideast experis amree thal drab oufrage over Hestern
colonialisw, racisw and a deeply insulting double standard
will make it unsafe for Hestern people to wall Arab streets
for generafions to come. Frofessor Samil Farsoun of George
Hashington University describes the cowmon Avab point of
view, °"The overwhelming sentiment is: With Kuwait againsi
Irag, bul with Irag against the United Stabes, Fesurgent
Auerican regional hegemony would benedit only a very thin
elite siratum, and leave the vegiom move fragmented than ever
before.”

The rush of the Bush adwinisiration into cowbat has been
gbscene, racing i{roeps to Gaudi Arabia against the express
vish of the Arab League {and according to Crown Prince Hassan
of Jerdan, before he was asked by Saudi Arabia), establishing
a silitary blockade to enforce the enbarge against Irag
before the UK. authorized such a plan, and gleefully
starting the shelling before any kind of deceat or diplomatic
interval had taken place. Bush had clearly locked the L5,
into var before Congress reluctantly voled their support,
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*Iraq's main claiw on Kuwail is that ‘historically' it was
pari of lrag. While there is some truth to this, all borders
are in dispute. I1f the Native Awericans had armies and
nuclear veapons, most of os might well be sitting in vaters
off one coast or another.”

rather than the concept of war as legiti-
mate or appropriate, (Let's hope they learned something!)

In addition, a toial blockade, as well as the use of wili-
tary to enforce a blockade are both an act of var under

international law, This was done vell ahead of any Congres-
sional vole, and could be grounds for impeachment.

A nation which originated in & revolt against the womarchy
of ene King George, is rushing to sacridice its soms and
daughters to defend a monarchy abroad, one which four years
ago suspended its own Parliawent and free press. Hhen the
current King George demands a war tax as he surely will,
shall we start dusping oil barrels inte the harher?

A guote from & Top-Secret State Dept. paper, writfen in
1948 about U.5. goals in the post-war Pacific is as ap-
plicable today in the Mideast:

"We have 50Y of the world's wealth but enly 6.3% of its
population,.. Dur real task in the coming period is lo devise
a pattern of relationships which will persit us o maintain
this position of disparity withoul positive detriment o our
national security...We should cease to talk about vague, and
for the Far East, unreal objectives, such as human righis,
the raising of living standards and democratization.”

Evidence has been pul  forih by Irag since Seplember 1990

of a deliberate setup of Saddan Hussein by the U.5. Awbas-
sador April Blaspie. This has not been refuled, or even

mentioned, by the State Dept. and Glaspie has seemingly
disappeared from the earth, During a July 25th weeting with
Saddaw, she told him that she “had express instructions from
the president to seek beiter relations with Irag.” Alexander
Cockburn reports that in the transcripts “Baddam relurns
again and again to the price of oil, at one point saying that
$25 a barrel is "nod 2 high price®; to vhich Glaspie repark-
ed, "We have wany Americans vho vould like $0 see the price
ge above %25 dollars because they cowe frow oil producing
states”. Then che stated that the United States had *no

opinion on the MArab-Arab conflicts, Jike your border dis-

agreement with Kuwait®™ and that "James Baker has directed our

official spokesman fo emphasize this.” In the following eight
days before Irag's invasion, olher signals were sent ouf by
Hashington officials to reinforce that position,

THE U,S. & I7S ALLIES: THE NAGNIFICENT 28

Kuwait, having alveady made so such meney on iis oil that
iis wain incowe at this point is from investing prefits in
Europe and the U.8,, has an imterest in  keeping oil prices
moderate so as not io further trigger recession in the west,
Trag clearly staled at the July OPEC meeling that every
doliar off a barrel was a loss of $1 billion a year to Irag.
But Kuwait was intractable aver overproduction and over-
drilling of jeintly owned cil fields, over the wishes of
other OPEC nations such as Saudi Arabia and Iram,

In addition, the behavior of the other Allies seeus
equally revolting., Britain apparently has lobbied Kuwaiti
exiles for lucrative re-building contracts. This will put
then at odds with Bechtel Corp., which has similar aspira-
tions, In the early days of this century, vhen Britain and
France were plurdering the Mideast and rearranging borders to
suit themseives, it vas grandly refevred to ac Imperialism,
Now that they are flying on UW.5. apromstrings, the word is
not used, bub the motives are as clearly transparent.

Egypt apparently sold out for $7 billion in debt forgive-
ness, Israel novw wants $13 billion over the next five years,
for sitting tight under SCUD missile abtacks, and sales of
weapons to Saudi Arabia are proposed ai $20 billion, setbing
a new world record, I can only wonder whether back when we
were selling weapons fo Irag and the Shah of Iran, we ever
thought we'd be looking down their barrvels. Apparently Jases
Baker agreed to sell or give avay everything bul his mother,
in order to lime up support for the U.N. vole justifying the
use of force (and no one's spoken with her),

THE OIL COMPANIES:THE TRUE MEANING OF CRUDE

In additien, the hehavior of the oil companies has been
particularly depraved, and makes Ythe idea of sacrificing
Mmerica’s youth for their continued strangle hold on the
vorld's resources even more repugnant, Hithin days of the
invasion of Kuwait, prices at the gas pusp vere rising, while
it would have taken weeks for higher prices al the crude
level to work their vay up the refinement chain, In addition,
Thowas Karier reports in In These Times that "According to

industry reports, oil-company profits were only wized during
the third quarter compared to one year earlier...The reason
that veported profits fell for sowe companies is because they

told their accountants fo use ‘current costs' instead of the
meve realistic ‘historical cost' wethod when calculating

profits,

The current-cost method is based on the convenient ficiion
that the cost of 2 gallen of gas sold in Spokane 15 defer-
wined by the price paid for crude that worning in Abu Dhabi,
This allows oil cowpanies to artificially inflabe their
actual production cosis during periods of rising crude
prices...

Shell reported a &Y% drop in net income, but on 3 histori-
cal-cost hasis, its actual profits jumped 35K from $1.04
billion to $2.03 billion, Similarly, British Petroleun’s
reported drop of 4B% vould have turned into a respectable
gain of 357% under the move realistic historical welhod,”

FREE AND BLACK IN AMERICA

How about the Har at Howe, George? Detroit might be a geod
place to start. Seven out of ten children enlering the firsi
grade vill nol graduate from high school, one third of all
residents have lefl since 1567, and 15,000 abandoned build-
ings graced the city's streefs. And a2 black male living in
Detroit runs a greater risk of being killed than an dmerican
soeldier did during Morld War 11, :

He don’t know about his chances in the Mideast, but they
are certainly disproporiionate. Twelve percent of the
Awerican population is African-American, but the percentage
is almost double that in the arwed services, 23%. How wany of
thes make it to officer status? Seven per cent.

There is & growing movement to refuse service among young
African-American men since Bush vetoed a vecent scholarship
bill, This is viewed as furthering the ‘ecomonic draft’,
whereby the only place to turn for advanced education for
wany lower-incowe people is the military, e

DEAD U.S. ADVISORS: $21 NIL. EACH

Buring the first days of the 0i} War, Longress quietly
turned loose the $42,5 million in aid fo El Salvador that was
held back in October due fo lack of progress in the killing
of the Jesuit prieste and thely co-workers, The excuse is
seen to be the shoetisg of two LG, Military advisors who's
helicopter crashed in Eastern B! Salvador. FHLM spokecpersons
have said that two members were responsible for the killings,
and will be tried by the rebels themselves.

The fawily of Ben Linder sust find the government's prompt
and self-serving response particularly revelting., Ben was a
27 year old civilian engineer tortured and shot  ab point
blank range in Nicaraguz after being disabled by hand
grenades in a deliberaie ambush by Contras. His crime was in
trying to bring electricity o rural wouniain towas so that
the could refrigerate incculations for children and hold
adult literacy classes at night,

Meanwhile, according fo the UN's annual report, death
squad killings have increased in E} Salvader by 170% since
1989, Killings by the FHLN were down by 80%. Army killings of
tivilians had decreased by 170, but forted disappearances had
symeetrically increased by the sawe awount. @

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TRACK RECORD:

Febrﬁar¥ 1st, 1991 is the 1331st consecutive da{ of
protest at the Concerd MNaval Weapons station. The Navy

continues a high level of activity as it continues to arm the
0il Har. Three of Concord's siy nuclear-capable sunitions
ships are in the Gulf region now, Thirty-npine ‘death trains'
have heen recorded, with about 160 Type A weapons hoxcars
{vissiles, bowbs), 25 Type B (fuses, propeliants) varisus
cars marked Inert or Dangerous (bullels, landeines! and empty
boxtars returning to the fold. Trucks and flat cars are siill
being seen with large numbers of missiles and 16" shells,

A total of 37 arrests were wade, including Victor Vasguez,
Dorothy Browneld, Abrahaw Iwickel, Weody Schwariz, Larry
Harper, Paul Gardener, Sfeve Frein and Steve Brady. Avound
140¢ arrests have been made at CNWS since Jume 10, 1987,

On Dec. 2, 1990 Bay Area Pax Christi led aboul 5 peopls
in a8 prayer service at the tracks, both in remewbrance of
four church women killed and raped in E1 Salvador ten years
age, and in protest of the Mideast buildep. Participants
walked to the base and poured sand, oil and their own bleod
in front of the main office. Nine vere arrested as they knelt
in prayer, including John Dear, Father Bill 0'Donnell, Bavida
Coady and others,

One alarwing incident tock place on Dec, 13 when a loaded
veapons truck deliberately struck profesters at  the Water-
front Gate. Russ Jorgensen was struck hut unhurt. Chargee are
being pressed against the driver. Nuremberg Actions has
attempted to meet with Base Comsander Owens to discuss
safety, but has so far been unsuccessful,

Hith the outbreak of var, tensions have ricen qreatly, as
pecple are unable to cope with fear and anger. Nocturnal
incidents of breaking vehicle windows and destruction of the
vigil site occur, as do heckling and even death threals, by
phone and in person. A counber-protest of war supporters has
started adjacent to the vipil. Nurenberg Actions has tried to
defuse tensions by fecusing on the comwon concern of the
safety of U5, trocps, with signs, flags and yellow ribbons.

Nenviclence kas prevailed so far, with var-supporiers even
intervening on behalf of MNuremberger Paul Gardener vhen he
was being hassled by two angry young men.

Former ¥4, videographer Mark Coplan, his wife Ania and
their son David were here for a visit frow Nicaragua, They
had many tales to tell of harder times than ever before, as
the (L8, fails to keep econcmic commiimenis. o
