Bn May 16, the Concord Maval Heapons Station (CNWS) will
be celebrating their SOth anniversary, as the primary Pacific
veapons depot. They plan te conduct bus tours of the base
during the day for those willing to pay $25 a piate for a
testimonial dinner to follow, at the Concord Sheraton Hotel,

fn the -other side of the country that day, thousands will
join the Bave Duy Cities march on HWashinglon to desand
innediate federal funding for social programs, fax reform and
a seriously reduced military budget. Ranks will no doubt be
seriously swelled by those seeking redress for veceni evenis,
With 50-70% of the wilitary budget aimed in the past at the
Soviets and Eastern Europe, as Ron Delluas says, *You doen't
have to be a rocket scientist to calculate that a military
budget cut of 30-70% makes sense,”

Hers at Concord, however, one can view {first hand the
glittering and deadly fruits of the Pentagon's labors: the
assembly buildings, testing facilities, and storage bunkers
for nuclear and conventional wmunitions alike. Concord’s
invitation (which was pet extended to us directly) asks
people o "join the comeunity in recognizing the contribu-
tions the Naval Heapons OGtation has made to our nation's
defense and to the area's prosperity.® We are certainly eager
to do that, as we feel there may be somwe details that will he
efficially overlooked.

Nurembern Actions is joining with the Ht. Diablo Peace
Center, and other Bay Area groups to waintain a highly
visible precence at the base throughout the day, and to hold
a press conference outside the Sheraton Hotel to ensure the
real story gets told,

He invite all concerned people to take this opportunity to
desand in a serious and nonviclent way our government's
return to deceni American values: that our nation's resources
and tax dellars be used to recreate 2 climate of hope and
prosperity at home, and &0 cease funding and implesenting
genocide and destruction abroad. The Children's Defense Fund
estimates the cost of eliminating poverty in the United
States at 45,3 billion, less than 2¥ of the military budget
this year. The U5 spends %6.2 billion alone to maintain
troops in Japan, {a nation that spends proportionately 371
more of their federal budget on education than we do).

WHAT HAS CNWS CONTRIBUTED?

CNNS vas comstructed in 1942, to arn the Pacific fleet
during WRIL. On July 17, 1944, an explosion at the docks
virtually vaperized 2 ships, a train, 5,000 tons of awsuni-
fion and 373 human beings, Most were Black sailors, who were
leading the ships, nearly 20% of all Black WHII casualties,
Surviving wen refused to load the ships {(cont. on page 2)

again under the sawe unsafe conditions, and 50 were courd
nar¥ialed for freason. They have never been exonerated,

Although the US has not been officially at war since WHII
or defended US soil, the death count frowm US bullets has been
apocalyptic. The enormous wajority were civilians, In light
of this, we must redefine vhat CNWS has contributed in the
last 50 vyears to ‘“national offenses® and war crimes, not
defense. John Stockwell estimates foreign casualties at:

1 willion in the Korean war
2 willion in Vietpaw
1-2 aillion in Cambodia
BOG, 000 in Indonesia
90,000 in Angola
30,000 killed or vounded in Hicarapua
In addition, widely accepted figures ares
73,000 in El Salvador
3,000 in Panama
t aillion in Iran/lrag war (we supplied both sides)
300, 000-400,000 in Fraq, with more dying every day.

Hetween 6.5 and 7.5 wmillion people have died in IS
orchestrated or wanipulated vars. Most of these have faken
place in the Pacific region, CHMWS turf, By its own figures,
CNHS supplied BOX of all wmunitions Yo southeast Asia,
including Agent Orange. A Navy mewmo details over 17,000 tons
of munitions shipped to E1 Salvador, from 1983-87, and we saw
with our own eyes the rushed activity preceding the invasion
of Panana. CNHS shipped nearly 80,000 tons of munitions to
the Gulf WMar, "30% of all the ammunition, bowbs and missiles
expepded by U5 and cealition forces®. In addition, they
speeded up the inspection process for cluster bowbs by 400%,
ensuring their timely delivery for the Highway of Death
bowbings. CNWS Gulf War munitions sales brought the base from
an $18 million deficit to a $3 million profit.

Of the munitions dropped by 106,000 bembing runs, it is
estinmated that 707 wissed their target. In addition, the
majority of U8 ground vehicle casualties were killed by
friendly fire. The base continues to schip munitions at an
enorwously accelerated rate, presumably wany of thea the $19
billion in arms sales already transferred to the volatile and
bristling Middle East in the last 1B wonths,

NUCLEAR WEAPONS IN THE BAY AREA

Since President Bush's decision on Sept. 27, 1991 to
recall nuclear bombs and short-range wissiles from schips and
planes, the impact has been enorwous at CNWS. MNukes from the
Pacific fleet have been arriving for months; the Center for
Defense information estimated that 400 would have been
otfloaded by March 1,

Although the Navy continues its absurd policy of refusing
to discuss nuclear weapons with the US public, Navy spokes-
persons have stated that Bush's plan is being implemented on
sthedule, and we assume that the 125 person Regional Response
Team (for handling Navy nuclear accidenis) is not just
randomly placed. 75% of all Navy ships are equipped to carry
niclear weapons,

For Bay Area residents, this enormous nuclear arsenal
resting a wzile and a half frow an earthquake faultline
presents a frightening specter. No evaruation plan exists,
and mumerous public scheols, hospitals and convalescent homes

are within a pile of the base,

{ne building, within sight of the Concord high school, has
been described by experts as & tritivm varhead refurbishing
facility, Worker Frank Davenport insisted that his cancer vas
caused by working there, prior o his death.

ENVIRONMENTAL HAZARDS AT CNWS

In 1988, three toxic-waste sites covering 110 acres at
ENHS were nominated for the Superfund list, vhich includes
those in wost serious need of iemediate attention. Cleanup
costs were esimated at $56.5 millien in 1985, In addition,
soke 20 other hazardous sites are under investigation on the
base for future cleapup., Numerous heavy metals at very
dangerous levels have threatened 8 rare or endangered species
of wildlife in the Suisun Bay vetlands for years,

The US wmilitary is the largest polluter in the couniry,
and clains itself to have 17,482 toxic sites at 1,835
wilitary facilities in the US alone. The military prodeces
over 707 of US toxic waste.

CONVERSION OF THE BASE

The base holds nearly 13,000 acres of prime land in the
widdie of a rapidly developing area. HWaterfront access would
be a najer boon to Concord businesses and. recreation, Ron
Dellums and others have advocated the 1933 Quality of fife
Budnet, which includes $3 billion in retocling incentives for
wunitions plants, comsunity redevelopment for base closures,
labor tetraining, small business assistance for subcontrac-
tors, and a §1 bill of rights {for dewcbilized personnel,
Humerous econoric studies show that shifting federal spending
from silitary to infrastructure and social prograes would
generate more jobs and increase econemic activity, @

ROCKY FLATS SHUTS DOWN

The Rocky M. Peace Center is holding a massive party on
Hay 9 in DBenver ‘“with potluck dinner, wusic, dancing and
hugging, from 6:00 pw to who knows when®" to celebrate the
fact that Rocky Flats will net be resuming weapons produc-
tion, as earlier predicied, and will instead ewbark upon the
wassive task of clean-up at the site. Rocky Flats has in the
past made the nuclear {riggers for ascembly at the Pantex
honh plant. It has been shut down since 1989 due to unbeliev-
able envirommenial hazards, such as !l pounds of plutonium
feund in an exhaust ventilation duct,

Activists there invite all who can to join them in Denver
for this long-avaited event. Thanks 1o everyone vho has
vorked so hard for this incredible victory!

The Peace Farm writes us: Although the major mission of
Pantes will soon be dismantling up to 2,000 nuclear bombs a
year instead ef building them, the Depi. of Energy still
plans to wove Rocky Flats here or some other DOE plant, and
there is still some concern that the nevw production reactor
could be moved here as well, 100,000 lbs. of plutonium vill
be stored here in concrete bunkers, @

PEACESPOKES ON THE NUKE TRAIL

On March 26, about 25 bicyclists called Peacespokes left
from the nuclear bunker of the Concord Naval Heapons Station
(above) for a two week frek to the Mevada Neclear Test Site,
to join others in a 10 day series of pro-Conprehensive Test
Ban evenis, Many more bicyclists jeined thew on route, from
other parts of California. Their bright shirts, preclaiming
STOF NUCLEAR TESTING, wade their purpose clear,

Folloving The 100th Honkey weekend of wusic ranging from
Michele Shocked to Clam Dyken to Kris Kristofferson and
including Dan Ellsherg and oiher speakers, a rally and press
conference was held at the Depi. of Energy in Las Vegas which
administers the nuclear weapons prograw. Over 300 encircled
the building and blocked doorways and drives, {See picture
belov.) About 300 walkers then set out with the bicyclists
for the 63 mile trip fo the Test GBite. Five days later an
impressive column of {foot-weary but jubilant valkers came
over the horizon of the Test Site camp, filling thé sky line
{although b3 had alveady been arrested for blocking the
highway in a simulated nuclear test alert),

On Sunday, following an Easter service conducted by Nevada
Desert Experience, and a prayer by Shoshone spiritual leader
Corbin Harney, hundreds of people formed wvave after wave of
passive resistance, occupying the rather brutal Hackenhuti
security personnel at the gates, while many other went around
the sides and headed into the test site. Over 40 people
reached the town of Mercury inside the site.®

May 1st, 1992 is the 1786th day of continuous profest at
the Concord Naval Weapons Station since June i0, 1987,
Nureaberg Actions will celebrate their Sth anniversary on
June 13th at the tracks, from 10:00 AM until 2:00 PH. An open
tieeting will follow, te discuss the future of the vipil.
Between March 23rd and April 2ist, we recorded 2§ trais
movements, with a fotal of 191 loaded munitions boxcars.
Movement of munitions was about the same for inbound cars
headed fo bunkers and other huildings, o outbound to the
waterfront piers. Arrested this month for blocking shipuents
were: Abe Iwickel, Haylie Scoti and Kathy Galvin,

n April 16th, Dorothy Grenada and Charles Grey, early
mentiers of Nuremberg Actions came to the tracks to report en
their lives in rural Micaragua, Dorothy runs a health climic
and Charles has started many community development projects.

On Easter Sunday, about 30 people met for a sunrise
service at the nuclear bunker, and shared scriptures and
song. The theme vas “The connection beiween hope and faith,
in the face of nuclear weapens®. Aweng those present was
Philip Berrigan, noted anti-nuclear aclivist.
