Way Worldwide.  The Lo-
cal Board was charged to 
distribute funds appropri-
ated by Congress to help 
expand the capacity of food 
and shelter programs in 
high-need areas around the 
county.
   A Local Board made up 
of local government, Jew-
ish Federation, Council 
of Churches, Charitable 
Organizations, homeless
