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If you are eager to learn how to ride, we have experienced instructors and
staff, many of whom are Horse Safety Australia accredited, to help you
develop the confidence and skill-set to safely ride and handle a horse. We
cater for all levels of experience and ages, from kindy kids to mature adults.

If you are a more advanced rider, we have horses that will help you develop
good horsemanship skills to competition standard.

We have horses that are trained specifically for all riders. However, we do
offer lessons to clients that do own their own horses and would like to bring
them to our site (by prior arrangement).

What sort of riding lessons are available?

We cater for all rider types and ages and lessons are tailored to suit your level
of riding experience. If you are a complete beginner we will work with you on
the basics of riding. However, if your riding is at more of an intermediate
level, we can work on Show Jumping, Dressage and even Cross Country.
